Asthma / Thunderstorm Asthma

The start of Spring is a good time to check if your child@ Asthma Action Plan is up to date.
Asthma Victoria recommends that plans are reviewed at least yearly. School uses a school
specific Asthma Action Plan that is easy to read in an emergency.

All students whom have been diagnosed with Asthma or are still considered Asthmatic by
their registered medical practitioner, should supply Pakenham Consolidated School with a
current, original plan signed by their Doctor. This plan should be accompanied with their
reliever medication (i.e. Ventolin, Asmol, Airomir, Bricanyl, etc) and personal spacer.

Even if your child rarely experiences Asthma or only in certain circumstances

(i.e. thunderstorm asthma event, flu or cold illness), it is better to be prepared and will
ensure PCS is better able to care for your child in a respiratory emergency, should the
need arise

To ensure that your child® health in a respiratory emergency can be assessed, monitored
and further advanced care provided (i.e. Ambulance), all students asthma medications are
stored in the First Aid Room and readily accessible in a respiratory emergency by all Staff.
