From the Principal

Hello Everyone,

I hope you all had a great long weekend. My son played in a basketball tournament so I
got to spend the three days inside a very hot basketball stadium. I hope you got to spend
some time outside.

Recently we have had some plants very generously donated from Clyde Nursery. The
grade 5/6 gardening elective group will plan where these plants will go and begin the

planting. If anyone has a Working With Children Check and would like to help out in our

garden, we would really appreciate your assistance. We will be ensuring that children do

not run through gardens and all garden areas will become out of bounds. This is a change

for our students so it would be great if you could discuss this with them to ensure that
they understand the change to the expectations.

The plants will continue the outdoor work which began with the line marking. We have
now had the Foundation area completed and the basketball, netball, 4 square, and volley
ball courts remarked. We have some other features around the yard including snakes
and chess boards. There will be a few more feature items being completed in the next
week. The children have enjoyed playing on the new areas and I really believe that it
makes our yard look much better.

The canteen is continuing to be a highlight for the students. Lunch orders and counter
sales will continue next term on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays. Any feedback about
the menu is welcomed.

Thank you to those who nominated for school council. School Council meets 8 times a
year on a Monday night.

While there has been a lot of work going on in the grounds, there has also been work
happening behind the scenes. Some of our team leaders have been attending coaching
training to ensure that they can be the best possible leaders for their teams. The senior
leadership team has also been involved in a coaching program where we will be coached
by a professional coach. This will enable us to continue our focus on student achieve-
ment.
